I am happy to report that Area 1(Profile) and Area 2 (Mission and Beliefs) of the SIP report has been completed and approved by the Diocesan Office.  

Area 3, Desired Results for Student Learning, is almost ready to be submitted to the Diocesan Office. 
Based on the survey results of Area 1, 2, and 3, and with the assistance of the entire faculty in mid-December 2011, the Area 3 Committee members collected data to document evidence of students’ current levels of achievement of student learning goals. After review of the research survey results and extensive discussion with the faculty and staff, the Area 3 Committee decided upon the following goals: 

1. Students will demonstrate integrated knowledge and skills in applying multi-disciplinary approaches to solving problems and completing tasks. (Expanding and Integrating Knowledge)
2. Students will gather and use information effectively to gain new information and knowledge, classify and organize information, support inferences, and justify conclusions appropriate to the context and audience. (Thinking and Reasoning Skills)
3. Students will reflect on and evaluate their learning for the purpose of improvement. (Learning to Learn)

Monday, January 23rd, we will begin our work on Area 4, Analysis of Instructional and Organizational Effectiveness. The teachers will take a survey and based on those results we will determine our strengths and limitations regarding our teaching methods.
